Why was Essentials Lavender replaced by Iconic 
Lavender? The Icons lavender collection was created 
to reposition lavender as Panier des Sens’ signature 
fragrance, through a more premium, desirable, and 
high-performing offer, in line with our Provençal DNA. 
It allows us to better differentiate our collections and 
avoid cannibalization with the Absolutes range, while 
modernizing the lavender image to meet international 
market expectations.
The icons lavender collection structures a cohesive 
global offer, combining body care and home products, 
suitable for both local and premium expectations. 
Lavender, the emblematic scent of Provence, is strongly 
associated with the Made in France image, perfectly 
aligned with Panier des Sens’ identity as a Marseille-
based house with strong local roots.
This evolution also renews a core brand pillar, provides 
a true signature fragrance, and expands distribution 
opportunities.

How does the fragrance of the lavender icons 
collection affect emotions? The perfumed concentrate 
used in this collection relies on a patented fragrance 
technology, offering a new vision of perfume: beyond 
sensory pleasure, the fragrance becomes a genuine 
emotional well-being tool. This innovation allows 
perfumers to create scents whose emotional impact is 
scientifically measured and validated by neuroscience.
Applied to lavender, this technology has shown positive 
effects on emotions, enhancing feelings of calm, 
relaxation, serenity, balance, and contemplation. More 
than just a fragrance, it is a full sensory experience, 
designed to guide both body and mind toward deep and 
lasting relaxation.

Why is lavender recognized for its relaxing properties? 
For centuries, lavender has been used in popular 
traditions to promote calm and rest. Placed in linen, 
near the pillow, or added to baths, it accompanied 
moments of relaxation. In Provence, it was part 
of domestic rituals aimed at creating a soothing 
atmosphere conducive to sleep.
Lavender is recognized for its relaxing properties 
because its scent acts directly on the brain’s emotional 
centers. In aromatherapy, the aromatic molecules 
naturally present in lavender are detected by the 
olfactory system and transmitted to the limbic system, 
which is involved in managing emotions and stress. 
This sensory stimulation promotes a relaxation 
response, helping to relieve nervous tension and induce 
a sense of well-being.

What is the difference between hydrosol and floral 
water? Hydrosol and floral water refer to the same 
liquid obtained from steam distillation of plants; the 
name depends on which part of the plant is distilled. 
The term floral water is used when only the flowers are 
distilled, while hydrosol applies when other plant parts 
are used (leaves, stems, bark, roots, or flowering tops). 
These aromatic waters, also called hydrosols, contain 
water-soluble aromatic compounds, making them gentle 
care products suitable for daily use.

What is a “herbal oil macerate”? A herbal oil macerate 
is a plant extract obtained by soaking a plant in a 
vegetable oil, allowing its properties and fat-soluble 
compounds to be gradually captured. For example, 
our Lavender oil macerate is made from Lavandula 
angustifolia (fine lavender) soaked in carefully selected 
olive oil. After several weeks, the plant is pressed and 
filtered, resulting in a gentle, aromatic oil extract that 
stays true to the original plant and is perfectly suited 
for body care.

Are the products tested on animals? No, Panier des 
Sens products are never tested on animals. The Icons 
range is 100% vehan formula.

What isn’t natural in your products? At Panier des 
Sens, we strive to develop natural products. Despite 
a particularly strict specification, two ingredients are 
exceptions: mild preservatives, which ensure product 
safety, and the fragrance. Beyond the naturalness of our 
formulas, fragrance remains our signature. This is why 
we give our master perfumers full creative freedom. 
Recognized as artists, they have the privilege of keeping 
their creations secret.

What does the “FSC” certification mean? FSC stands 
for Forest Stewardship Council. It is an international 
label that guarantees wood- or paper-based products 
come from responsibly managed forests. Specifically, 
the FSC label ensures that:
- Forests are managed while respecting biodiversity
- The rights of local communities and workers are 
protected
- Forest management is sustainable, without illegal 
deforestation
- The production chain is traceable, from the forest to 
the finished product
When a carton or paper is FSC-certified, it means 

the material comes from either FSC-certified forests, 
recycled materials, or a controlled mix of both.

Why are some YUKA scores just above 50/100? Mainly 
due to the presence of naturally occurring allergens 
from the fragrance. These aromatic molecules are 
inherent to rich and complex perfume compositions, 
particularly those containing natural raw materials. 
Their labeling is strictly regulated by European law and 
is mandatory for transparency, even when present in 
very small amounts.
These allergens contribute fully to the fragrance’s 
olfactory signature, depth, and sensory quality. Despite 
this, the formulas still receive very good (green) scores 
on YUKA. These scores reflect a deliberate choice 
for a premium, expressive fragrance, rather than any 
compromise on product quality or safety.

SOLID SOAP

What does the “RSPO” certification mean? RSPO 
stands for Roundtable on Sustainable Palm Oil. It 
is an international certification aimed at promoting 
sustainable and responsible palm oil production, 
limiting the environmental and social impacts of its 
cultivation. Specifically, RSPO certification ensures 
that:
- Palm oil is produced with reduced deforestation
- Biodiversity and ecosystems are better protected
- The rights of workers and local communities are 
respected
- The supply chain is traceable and regulated by strict 
criteria
Palm oil and its derivatives are widely used in 
cosmetics (surfactants, emulsifiers, texture agents). 
RSPO certification ensures a secure supply of palm 
oil while reducing its environmental impact. Panier 
des Sens commits to using RSPO-certified palm oil or 
derivatives from RSPO-certified sources in all solid 
soap formulations.

Why is solid soap considered an eco-friendly product? 
Solid soap is a more ecological alternative due to 
its simple, concentrated format. It requires minimal 
packaging and contains very little water, making it more 
sustainable in use. Its compact form also reduces the 
environmental impact of transportation. Used daily, it 
supports a more responsible approach to consumption.

Why does the triple-milled manufacturing process 
guarantee a higher-quality soap? A solid soap made 
using triple milling (also called triple extrusion) is 
considered a mark of quality because this process 
enhances the soap’s texture, durability, and overall user 
experience.
Triple milling is a manufacturing process in which the 
soap paste is ground and homogenized three times. 

With each pass, the material is refined to:
- Ensure perfect distribution of ingredients (fragrance, 
nourishing agents)
- Remove excess water and air
- Achieve a denser, more uniform soap paste
Thanks to triple milling:
- The soap dissolves more slowly and lasts longer in 
use
- The highly uniform texture produces a creamier, more 
pleasant lather on the skin
- The fragrance is evenly distributed throughout the 
soap, ensuring a consistent scent until the end
- Each bar has the same density, finish, and comfort of 
use, reflecting mastered craftsmanship

Can solid soap be used on the body? Traditional solid 
soaps, produced by saponification, naturally have an 
alkaline pH between 10 and 11. Historically used for 
body hygiene, they effectively cleanse the skin and are 
suitable for daily use on many skin types. However, 
because the skin’s natural pH is slightly acidic, an 
alkaline soap can, for some people, cause a feeling of 
dryness.

That’s why it is recommended to rinse thoroughly after 
use and to complement the routine with a moisturizing 
treatment (cream, lotion, or oil). Used in this way, solid 
soap fits perfectly into a simple, effective, and skin-
friendly body care routine.

MARSEILLE LIQUID SOAP

What is the history of Marseille Liquid Soap? Rooted 
in ancestral know-how, Savon de Marseille is one of 
the most emblematic symbols of Provençal heritage. 
Originating in the Middle Ages and codified in the 17th 
century by Colbert’s edict, it was traditionally made in 
cauldrons from vegetable oils. While the solid format 
is the oldest, liquid Marseille soap appeared later as a 
modern interpretation, meeting new usage needs and 
the demand for practicality, without compromising the 
authenticity of the craft.
Even today, it is produced according to the traditional 
cauldron saponification process, ensuring a soap 
naturally rich in glycerin and recognized for its quality. 
At Panier des Sens, this tradition is both preserved and 
reinvented, combining the legacy of Marseille master 
soap makers with the excellence of Grasse perfumery, 
transforming a daily routine into a true sensory 
experience.

What is saponification? Soap is the product of a 
chemical reaction between a fat (vegetable oil, 
vegetable butter, etc.) and a strong base (sodium 
hydroxide or potassium hydroxide). Soaps made using 
cold saponification are naturally rich in glycerin, which 
is produced during the saponification reaction. Glycerin 
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provides softness and moisturizing properties to the 
soap.

Why can the color of Marseille Liquid Soap vary? Due 
to the natural ingredients used in our Marseille Liquid 
Soap, its color may change over time. This variation is 
a natural phenomenon linked to the plant-based raw 
materials. It does not affect the quality, effectiveness, 
or use of the product, and only concerns its visual 
appearance.

What is the difference between liquid soap and 
shower gel? Marseille Liquid Soap and shower gel 
serve different purposes. Liquid soap is made using a 
traditional saponification process with vegetable oils, 
giving it a naturally alkaline pH and a more intensive 
cleansing action. It is naturally rich in glycerin and free 
fatty acids, making it a superfatted soap valued for its 
effectiveness and authenticity.
Shower gel, on the other hand, is formulated with 
gentle, naturally derived surfactants. Its pH is close to 
that of the skin, making it suitable for frequent use and 
sensitive skin. It cleanses gently, without soap.

PLANT-BASED CANDLE

Is the wax used in the candle 100% natural? Yes, our 
wax is 100% natural and plant-based. It is made from 
a blend of soy and sunflower wax. We have excluded 
mineral waxes (even if natural), such as paraffin, 
because they are non-renewable.

What is the burn time of the vegetable candle? The 
burn time of the vegetable candle is estimated at 
around 40 hours. 100% plant-based wax burns faster 
than mineral wax, which is why its burn time is shorter 
than our 180g mineral wax candles (55 hours).

Does the glass container get hot? Like all burning 
candles, the glass container will become warm after 
a few hours of use. However, there is no risk for the 
surface or furniture where the candle is placed. We 
still recommend waiting for the candle to cool before 
moving it and keeping it out of reach of children and 
pets.

Will the wax melt when exposed to display lighting? 
As with all our candles, the wax is designed not to melt 
at room temperature. Above 30°C, the wax may start to 
soften and appear shiny. We therefore recommend not 
placing your candles directly under lights and keeping 
them flat, ensuring the temperature does not exceed 
30°C.

Are your candles compliant with current market 
standards? Our candles have been tested and certified 
compliant with fire safety and thermal shock resistance 

standards. They meet the following standards: NF 
15493:2007 and ASTM F2179.

What is the difference between a vegetable wax candle 
and a classic candle? Plan-based wax candles, unlike 
paraffin-based candles, offer a cleaner burn, free from 
toxic smoke, and are biodegradable. At Panier des Sens, 
the LAVENDER plant-based candle is made from soy 
and sunflower wax, providing a natural, eco-friendly 
home fragrance.

REED DIFFUSER

What is the diffusion time? The diffusion lasts a 
minimum of 6 weeks. The exact duration depends on 
room temperature, room size, and the number of rattan 
sticks used.

How long can the diffuser stay in a room? As long as 
you like! We do recommend ventilating your room daily 
if possible.

When should the rattan sticks be changed? Our rattan 
sticks are designed to guarantee fragrance diffusion 
throughout the product’s lifespan. To boost diffusion 
after a few weeks, you can also flip the sticks.

Do you need to put all the rattan sticks in the diffuser? 
Once placed in the bottle, the sticks absorb the 
fragrance to release and diffuse it continuously. The 
intensity of the scent can be adjusted according to 
your preference. Use only some of the sticks for a 
more subtle diffusion, or flip the sticks for a stronger 
fragrance.

Why aren’t the formulas colored? To offer products that 
are increasingly natural and respectful of consumers 
and the environment, Panier des Sens has chosen to 
formulate this collection’s diffuser using alcohol made 
from French sugar beets, and to exclude the use of 
artificial colorants and UV filters.

PILLOW MIST

How should the pillow mist be used and how often?
The pillow mist can be used daily, according to your 
preferences and needs. Spray it in the bedroom each 
evening, about 15 minutes before bedtime, to create a 
gentle atmosphere conducive to falling asleep. It can 
also be used to scent a room or directly on household 
linen (pillows, sheets, curtains) from about 20 cm away.
One to two sprays are sufficient for a delicate 
fragrance; you can repeat the application for a stronger 
scent. Formulated with water, the mist provides a gentle 
and continuous diffusion, as water evaporates more 

slowly than alcohol. It does not stain and is safe for 
textile fibers. Its practical format allows easy use in all 
rooms of the house and on various surfaces, for a light, 
comforting scent at any time of day.

Why is the pillow mist formulated without alcohol?
We chose to formulate our pillow mist without alcohol 
to ensure a gentler, more respectful diffusion, suitable 
for daily use, especially in the bedroom. The absence 
of alcohol allows slower evaporation, providing a more 
enveloping and long-lasting fragrance, without any 
harsh effect on the respiratory system.
This formulation is also more gentle on textiles: it does 
not stain and is perfectly suited for use on pillows, bed 
linens, and interior fabrics. Finally, without alcohol, the 
mist is more comfortable for sensitive skin and ideal 
for creating a soothing atmosphere, conducive to sleep 
and well-being.

How does it fit into an evening ritual? The pillow mist 
naturally fits at the end of the evening ritual, as the 
final gesture before bedtime. Sprayed in the bedroom 
15 minutes before sleep, it helps create a calm and 
enveloping atmosphere, conducive to relaxation. Its 
fragrance accompanies the transition from the day’s 
activity to rest, helping the body and mind slow down. 
Used nightly, it becomes a sensory cue, signaling to the 
brain that it’s time to relax and prepare for sleep.
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A plant already valued in Antiquity
The Romans used lavender to perfume baths, 
clothing, and homes.It was one of the most 
commonly used plants in Roman baths, associated 
with hygiene, care, and purification.
- Hence its name, derived from the Latin lavare: 
to wash.

A daily ally in the Middle Ages
In the Middle Ages, lavender was burned or hung 
in homes to purify the air and mask unpleasant 
odors.It was also used to scent laundry and protect 
cupboards.
- One of the earliest forms of natural 
“home fragrance.”.

Lavender at court and with apothecaries
Lavender was included in perfumes, eaux de 
toilette, and balms prepared by apothecaries.
It is said that Queen Elizabeth I of England never 
parted from her lavender, valuing it both for its 
scent and its soothing properties.

The washerwomen… and the origin of the word
In Provence, washerwomen traditionally used 
lavender to scent washing water and laundry.
Lavender sachets were then placed in cupboards 
to maintain a lasting fresh scent.

An essential plant for biodiversity
Lavender is a major honey plant: it attracts bees 
and contributes to the production of lavender 
honey, highly prized in Provence.
- A plant at the heart of a living ecosystem, not just 
decorative or fragrant.

Dry Oil & Massage Oil: What’s the Difference?
Dry oil is a versatile care product suitable for 
both body and hair.Formulated from a blend of 
light vegetable oils, it is distinguished by its fluid, 
non-sticky texture, which absorbs quickly without 
leaving a greasy film.
- Nourishes skin and hair
- Silky, satin-like touch
- Fast absorption
- Allows you to dress immediately after application
- Ideal for daily use on all skin types
- Massage oil is designed to provide prolonged 
glide, essential for massage movements. Its richer, 
enveloping texture allows for deep work while 
nourishing the skin.
- Optimal glide for massage
- Comforting and enveloping sensation
- Nourishes and softens skin over time

What’s the Difference Between Vegetable and 
Mineral Oils?
Vegetable oils are naturally derived, extracted by 
pressing or macerating plants. They have specific 
benefits: for example, olive oil protects, coconut 
oil hydrates, and sweet almond oil soothes and 
softens. They can be combined to meet particular 
needs, offering optimal efficacy.
Mineral oils, obtained through chemical processes, 
form an inert film on the skin’s surface without 
biological affinity. They provide protection but do 
not deliver active benefits to the skin.

From a Formulation Perspective: Why Is an Oil 
“Dry” or “Rich”?
The difference between a dry oil and a richer oil 
mainly comes down to the type and balance of 
their fatty acids, as well as the presence of light 
esters that influence texture and absorption.
Dry Oil:
- Rich in polyunsaturated fatty acids (Omega 3 & 6)
- Isoamyl Laurate = key light ester → dry touch, fast 
absorption
- Fluid texture
- Quick penetration
- Matte to satin finish
- Immediate comfort without greasy feeling
Rich Oil / Massage Oil:
- Mostly composed of monounsaturated fatty acids 
(Omega 9) and sometimes saturated fats
- Denser texture
- Forms a protective film on the skin surface

- Nourishing sensation, ideal for massage and dry 
skin

How to Use Lavender Massage & Care Oil ?
Pour a few drops of oil into the palm of your hands 
and gently warm it before application. Begin with 
slow, enveloping movements, moving from the 
extremities toward the heart to promote relaxation 
and circulation. Then alternate deep strokes, gentle 
pressure, and circular motions, focusing especially 
on areas of tension (neck, shoulders, back, legs). 
Take the time to establish a calm, steady rhythm, 
synchronizing your movements with your breathing. 
The enveloping texture of the oil provides ideal 
glide for prolonged massage, encouraging 
relaxation and turning this moment into a true 
wellness ritual for deep relaxation.

CANDLES

Proper 
Burning

Place the candle on a flat, heat-
resistant surface.For the first use, 
allow the candle to burn for at least 
2 to 3 hours, until the entire surface 
layer of wax has melted. This will 
prevent the wax from tunneling and 
forming a well around the wick.

Never let the flame touch the edge 
of the candle.

02.
A Well-Maintained 
Wick

Ensure the wick is straight and 
centered when extinguishing 
the candle to allow for even wax 
consumption during future uses. 
Never blow out the wick; instead, 
dip it into the hot wax using a tool 
and then straighten it.

Before each new use, trim the 
wick to 5 mm to promote optimal 
burning.

When only 5 mm of wax remains or 
the metal base supporting the wick 
becomes visible, your candle has 
reached the end of its life.You can 
then recycle it or repurpose it in 
various ways.
